1) Simple sentence or independent clause – must contain a subject followed by a verb
· I walk the dog around the block.

· Sub = 

· Verb = 

2) Compound sentence or FANBOYS sentence:

· I walk the dog around the block, and I am sure to curb it thoroughly.

F = for

A = and

N = nor

B = but

O = or

Y = yet

S = do

…sometimes because, so FANBBOYS?

3) Complex sentences:

· Introductory followed by an independent clause (6)
i. In the morning, I walk the dog around the block.

· Independent interrupted by a parenthetical clause (12)
i. I, along with my best friend, walk the dog around the block.

· Independent followed by a dependent clause (13)
i. I walk the dog around the block, being careful to scoop its poop at every opportunity.
Lesson: sentence variation is paramount (very important) in our writing.

4) Active vs. passive voice (11)

· X Passive – The dog was walked by me.

· √ Active – I walked the dog.
