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Journal Entries:


Lord of the Flies Journal Project (Worth 100 pts – your “final”()
Step 1 - For this project, you will need to invent a fictitious person (a character, or persona) from the group of school children on the island and create a journal detailing your adventures on the island..  Use the questions below to help with your character development.

· Character Development (Worth 10 pts.) – First page of journal 

1. What is your character’s name?  Pick an authentic, British name.
2. What are your character’s physical attributes?  Describe, in detail, and/or draw a picture.
3. How old is your character?  When was he / she born?  (figure out the day, month, and year that your person was born based on the time period of the novel – post WWII [For example, if your character is fourteen, then he was probably born in 1936)

4. What is your character’s family like?  Any friends? What are your friends like?
5. What personality traits does your character possess?  What’s most important to your character?  What are his / her likes or dislikes?  What habits does he / she have?  What does he / she do with his / her free time?  What kind of student was he / she in school?  What was his / her best subject in school? Other interests and hobbies?
6. What does he / she hope for and dream of?

7. What is he / she afraid of?

8. Will he / she survive the time on the island?

Step 2 – After you have created your character, you will need to start your entries writing in the actual voice of your character.  How does your character like the other members of the group?  How does your character feel about the situations going on around him or her?  Refer to the journal questions on the back side of thhis handout  to guide you in your journal.  We will share our journal entries during class, and you will be graded on your daily completion of the journal questions.  But, as with all projects in this class, you will need to spend time outside of class on the journal.  Due dates for each journal entry will be posted on the board, but the completed journal is due, TYPED, on Friday, May 25th. Fourteen pages, total, along with your character development page. 
· Journal Entries: 13 (Worth 65 pts. [5 pts. each – length equals one – page minimum,]) 
· Include TWO blended quotes cited from the novel per entry to support your answers

Step 3 – After creating your character’s persona, you need to make his / her journal.  Try to 
make it look as authentic as you can.  Think about what this journal would look like if it were on the island with you through the plane crash.  

Will the edges show wear and tear?  Was a portion of it burned or torn during the fire?  Would certain pages look dirty or even bloody?  (Use markers only. NO real blood or burn marks, pls.) 

· Completed Journal (Worth 25 pts.) – Journal’s outside cover decorated artistically.  All pages inside journal are TYPED, double –spaced, size-12 Times New Roman font.
Chapter One: What did you do on your first day on the island?  What were you thinking when the plane crashed?  What did you think of the meeting and the vote?  Do you think Ralph’s plan for being rescued is a good idea?  What is your plan to be rescued?  What would you do if you were the leader of the group?
Chapter Two: Do you thin there’s a “beastie” on the island?  What do you think of the “little-uns?  Should there be more organization to take care of the “little-uns?”  What do you think the conch symbolizes for your group?  If you were to have a chance to hold the conch, what would you say?  What do you think about Piggy’s comments about the group’s actions so far?  

Chapter Three: What’s your job? (hunter, fire-tender, hut-builder, etc.) Describe the island’s topography in detail.  What does it look like?  What kinds of natural features does it have on it?  What is there to eat and drink on it?  What do you do on a typical day?  Where do you sleep at night?  Have you made any friends with anyone else on the island?

Chapter Four: Did you see the ship on the horizon?  What are your feelings about the importance of the fire?  Which do you think is more important: tending the fire or catching a pig?  How do you feel about the fire-tenders letting the fire die down?  What are your feelings / thoughts as you eat the pig?

Chapter Five: What occurs during the assembly?  Where do you think the beast comes from?  How do you vote at the assembly? Do you believe in ghosts?  What do you dream about at night?  Do you think Ralph’s a good chief?  Do you think Jack might be a better leader? What would you do if you were the leader?
Chapter Six: What is the beast from the air?  Describe what could be going on in the sky above the island.  Describe the hike to the “castle” or “fort.”  Do you think that the signal is as important as Ralph thinks?  What is your idea to signal for help from passing ships?

Chapter Seven: What do you look like now?  What is your hygiene like?   What memories do you have of home?  How do you like the “game” of “kill the pig?”  Do you think this game is normal or a bit strange?  Who or what is the great ape at the end of the chapter?

Chapter Eight: What do you think of Jack’s comments and actions when he calls the meeting?  How would you solve the problem of starting the fire with the beast there?  Did you decide to stay with Ralph’s group or go with Jack’s tribe?  What does this tribalism say about today’s society (so, getting out of character a bit here)?
Chapter Nine: Describe the feast you had in Jack’s group.  Why do you think Ralph and Piggy play the game with Jack and Roger?  Did you participate in the game?  Why or why not?  How do you feel after you realize that you killed Simon?  Do you realize that you helped to kill him?

Chapter Ten: Do you think that all the boys, including Ralph and Piggy, are guilty of murder?  Do you think that some of the boys, like Jack and Roger, are more responsible for the Simon’s death than others?  Why do you think Samneric stay with Ralph and Piggy?  How’s your mental health now?  

Chapter Eleven: What do you think should be done about getting the fire-starter (Piggy’s lenses) back?  Is there another way to start the signal fire on the beach?  What is your opinion about Piggy’s desperate screams for help?  Would you help him if you could?  Describe the fight between Ralph and Jack.  What happens to Piggy?  Describe this, in detail. 
Chapter Twelve:  Are you in Jack’s tribe now?  Do you think you will ever be rescued now?  Are you looking forward to hunting Ralph tomorrow or did you escape?  Describe the hunt for Ralph from your point-of-view.  How are you rescued?  How do you feel when you look back on the island and see it burning?

Final Entry: You are on the navy ship now.  What do you think of your time on the island?  How do you feel about the experiences you had on the island?  What do you think of the “lost paradise?”  How could you have helped to keep the island a good place?  What do you think is “mankind’s essential  illness,” (Golding 81).
